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VILLAGE SHOW FINANCES  
Since the first Village Show in 1996 

both the income derived from the vari-
ous activities and the costs of the show 
have increased but fortunately each 

year has shown a modest profit.  This 
accumulated surplus allows the Show 

Committee to try out new ideas and to 
provide for more entertainment such as 
this yearôs Silver Band to attract visi-

tors.   It also covered the additional 
cost of printing the Show Schedules for 

the first time this year.   
Although many of the raffle prizes are 
kindly donated, there are numerous 

other costs which have to be met i.e. 
Judges fees, hire of the school hall and 

grounds, trophy engraving, printing the 
raffle tickets and obtaining a raffle li-
cence as well as the hire of the screens 

for the art classes and stationery and 
table covering.  The surplus is kept on 

behalf of the Show Committee in the 
Parish Councilôs bank account and is not 

used to meet any of the Councilôs costs.  
25% of the modest profit is given to 
worthwhile causes within the village.  

In addition it is agreed each year by the 
Audit Commission as part of our statu-

tory audit.  A full statement of this
