

MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF OAKLEY & DEANE PARISH COUNCIL HELD ON NOVEMBER 12TH  2020 via Go To Meeting

Present: Mr. Parry (Chairman), Mr. Bealing, Mr. Ellison, Mr. Harding,  Dr.Johnstone, Mrs. McCullins and Mr. Startin, and Ms. Golding (Borough Councillor).  Three members of the public attended.  
Public Session
One of the members of the public thanked all those involved in the Service of Remembrance, both the on line broadcast and the live service on the 8h November. The circumstances made it very difficult to plan anything, but the service was well received and it was commendable that the tradition of the Oakley Act of Remembrance had been able to go ahead when so many others had to be cancelled.   
1. Apologies for Absence
Apologies were received from Mr. Bullions and Ms. Hobden.  
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 8th October 2020
Minutes of the meeting, having been previously distributed to all members, were agreed to be an accurate record of the meeting and the Chairman signed the minutes.
3. Notices, Circulars and Correspondence
a) The clerk read a letter from SOVAG, confirming that the group had wound up and that the remaining funds (£425.15) had been donated to the local hospice, as agreed in their constitution.
b) The clerk attended the Basingstoke Community Group meeting on 5th November and circulated a report from the meeting. She asked for permission to investigate the ‘Greening Oakley’ scheme and to spend up to £50.00 on the introduction pack if she felt it would be a suitable scheme for the village to participate in. All members agreed. 
c) Ms. Golding informed members that as part of the budget discussions at the Borough, CCTV for bring sites (like Beach Park) was being discussed and she will keep the Parish Council updated on the progress of the request. 

4. Clerk Report 
The clerk had distributed her report in advance of the meeting and there were no questions or comments. 




5. Planning Matters

a) Summaries of the applications and decisions since the previous meeting were circulated in advance of the meeting, and there were no comments or queries.
b) Decision on application for 33 homes at Oakley Hall: Mr. Parry and Mrs. Taylor spoke at the DC meeting on 11 November. The application was approved by a majority (7/4) at the meeting. However, Oakley Hall have a further application registered, for 150 retirement dwellings, and Mrs. Taylor has prepared a short notice to be put on social media and in Link to make residents aware of the second application and to request comments. 


6. Working Party Reports


a. Burials and Churchyards
a)  Mr. Startin and Dr. Johnstone will arrange a meeting with Rev Kautzer.
b) The clerk was given delegated authority to approve memorial and headstone permits. 

b. Environment
a) Village Pond: Ms. Hobden has investigated options for the raffle for pond funds, and will be publishing an article in Link. Her proposal is to hold a raffle using the format the PTA have done previously. The clerk informed members she had received paintings and other Oakley-themed items as a donation to the raffle, from Mrs. Moss-Bradnam who was a Parish Councillor and member of the Environment Working party for many years. She also received books which she proposed to keep so that when the Parish council gets an office, she can set up a small local library for borrowing or reference. She showed members the pictures and other items via the internet camera. She has written to Mrs Moss-Bradnam to thank her for her thoughtful donations which will benefit the village immensely.
b) Christmas tree recycling: once again the Borough will collect Christmas trees from Beach Park. There will not be any collection from Oakley Lane this year, so any trees left there will be regarded as flytipping. All residents who subscribe to the green waste collection scheme can have a tree collected FOC so it is hoped that this will reduce the amount of trees taken to Beach Park.

Mr. Harding and Mr. Startin approved the EFT payments.  
c) Audit: the clerk has received notification that the audit has been successfully completed and the conclusion of Audit papers have been put on the Parish website.
d) Budget: Mr. Startin is awaiting the Environment and Publicity budgets. Once these are submitted, he and the clerk will review and prepare a draft budget and precept figure for the December meeting. The precept request needs to be approved at the January meeting.  Mr. Ellison proposed, and Mr. Startin agreed, that the Finance WP should meet, either virtually or in person, before the December meeting and this will be arranged nearer the time. 

d. Highways and Transport
a) Mr. Harding confirmed that the new SID should be received w/c 16th November and should be operational in December.
b) Mr. Bullions had been asked to check all salt bins and advise the clerk which ones needed refilling. He was not at the meeting and Mrs. McCullins offered to do the checking – Mr. Harding will send her a list of salt bins and locations. The clerk will at the same time of asking for topups for the existing bins, request a new salt bin in Beech Tree Close. 


e. IT/Governance
a) The clerk advised that the monthly cost of the Ragic system per user had been reduced from £14.50 per user to £3.50 per user, with no loss of functionality or change to the front end system that the users can see. The reduction is due to a change in the storage requirements – it was initially envisaged that much more would be stored in the database but at present, there is no requirement for the extra capacity. This will be effective from October 2020.  


f. Publicity and Events
a)  The Remembrance service went ahead on 8th November and the clerk thanked Mr Harding for his reading and Mr. Bullions for laying the wreath, and also Mr. Bealing for the photographs he took and put on social media. The service was a great success despite the difficulties.
b) The clerk asked for more volunteers to join the 12 Days of Christmas recording with Mrs. Brown from St Leonards is organising. Ms. Golding volunteered and as that makes up 6, the clerk will contact Mrs. Brown to let her know. The clerk also informed members that she is part of the team responsible for the Blessing Hampers, and there are many other Christmas in Oakley activities planned which will be detailed in Link and on the websites of the groups involved – the church, the PC, the OCA and OSN.   

b) Sports and Play areas
Mr. Ellison issued a working party report in advance of the meeting and there were no comments or queries. The proposal to impose a call out charge of £50 to any hirer not abiding by the hire rules was agreed by all members. Mr. Ellison invited Ms. Golding and Mrs. Taylor to visit all the play areas that the Parish council looks after to see the equipment and discuss the plans for each play area – this is to be done once COVID restrictions allow. 
The purchase of a replacement microwave oven for use at Peter Houseman Pavilion was ratified (cost was £45.00). All members further agreed to approve the works at Avon Road Play area removing vegetation that was reported to be affecting the fence of a property backing on to the play area – the cost was £150.00.
