

MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF OAKLEY & DEANE PARISH COUNCIL HELD ON MARCH 11TH  2021   via Go To Meeting

Present: Mr. Parry (Chairman), Mr. Adams, Mr. Bealing, Mr. Bullions, Mr. Ellison, Mr. Harding, Mrs. Hayman, Dr Johnstone, Mrs. McCullins and Mr. Startin, and Mrs Taylor and Ms Golding (Borough Councillors).  Two members of the public attended.  
   Mr. Parry was not present at the start of the meeting, so Mr. Ellison was elected chairman.
1. Apologies for Absence
Apologies were received from   Ms. Hobden  
2. Introduction of Deputy Clerk
Mrs. Meyer, who has accepted the role of Deputy Parish Clerk effective 1st April 2021, attended the meeting, and was introduced to all those present. She was welcomed to the Parish Council by the Chairman.
3. Minutes of the meeting held on 11th February 2021 and the extraordinary meeting held on 4th March. 
Minutes of the meetings, having been previously distributed to all members, were agreed to be an accurate record of the meeting and the chairman signed the minutes. 
4. Notices, Circulars and Correspondence 

a) ANPR CCTV camera: the clerk had circulated details of a pilot scheme in Maidstone where ANPR-enabled CCTV cameras are being used to identify littering from cars. She has asked that she be kept up to date with the trial and will report back to the members with information when it is available.
b) Beach Park ‘bring to site’: Mr. Ellison asked Cllr Golding if there was any update on the re-evaluation of the bring sites which she had told members about at the end of 2020. This will go to a Committee meeting at BDBC in May and Cllr Golding will arrange a meeting with the Chairman and the clerk and the portfolio holder, Cllr Eachus. In the meantime, the clerk was asked to put up a notice stating what could and could not be left at the site. Also, she was asked to request comments from residents as to whether they wanted the site to remain or be moved or closed altogether. 

5. Clerk Report
The clerk had issued her report in advance and there were no comments or queries.
The clerk informed members that the HALC/NALC guidance was that face-to-face meetings would commence from 7th May and that neither hybrid nor wholly on-line meetings would be allowed after this date unless the Government agreed to extend the provisions to allow such meetings for a further period.  She was asked to contact HALC to inform them that the members were unhappy with this decision and to request them to lobby the Government to ensure that the option to hold virtual meetings remains for as long as necessary.
Mr Parry arrived and took over the role of Chairman.
6. Planning Matters

a) Minutes of the Planning Meetings held on 18th February and 4th March were circulated to all members. There were no comments or queries. 
b) Summary of planning Applications and Decisions February/March was issued by the clerk and there were no comments or queries. 
c) Nitrates: the clerk updated members that she had spoken to an applicant who had been contacted by the Borough, informing him that his planning application for a single dwelling in the grounds of another property would be placed on hold until the nitrates issue was resolved. She had contacted the Borough to enquire if a nitrate offset scheme had been set up, as it had in other council areas, but was informed it had not. She was asked to forward details of the Solent Nitrates issues to all members of the Planning Committee.
d) Oakley Hall: Cllr Taylor had spoken with the applicant for the proposed retirement village. He would normally have arranged a public meeting so residents could find out about the application, ask questions, and make suggestions. However, with the restrictions imposed due to COVID, that is not possible. He has proposed to hold an online meeting with the Parish and Borough Councillors, which residents could join. However, Cllr Taylor suggested that Oakley Hall produce a presentation, which can be put on the Oakley Hall website, and the link to the presentation be published on various social media platforms. The outstanding issue is how this could be shared to the non-social media users – Mr. Parry suggested a leaflet drop (paid for by Oakley Hall).   

7. Working Party Reports

a. Burials and Churchyards
a)  Nothing to report. The clerk sent the Risk Assessment form to the working party for completion as soon as possible.

b. Environment
a) Water troughs at allotment site: Mr Harding had prepared a plan for increasing the availability of water troughs, after regular requests from allotment holders. The cost was approximately £300.00 for two new troughs the same size and depth as the existing ones. OAKS do not fund infrastructure improvements, but the clerk agreed to contact Malshanger Estates to see if they could donate to the project. 
b) Pond refurbishment: Mr. Harding met with the contractor and works will commence after June 2021 and will take approximately 3 weeks. The willow tree at the pond needs some work, and the clerk will raise the request (as the tree is in a conservation area) and provided it is successful, Mr Warner can do the work at the same time. The cost was estimated to be £120.00 and all members agreed to the works being done. 

c. Finance

  Mr. Harding   and Mr. Parry approved the EFT payments.  
b) Hire charges and burial charges: Mr. Startin circulated a revised schedule of hire and burial charges effective 1st April 2021. Mr Harding proposed, and Mr Bealing seconded, and all members agreed that the charges were appropriate, and the clerk was asked to share them with users and on the website.
c) Risk Assessment: Mr. Startin updated the risk register (primarily regarding the use of the credit card) and circulated to all members. All agreed it was an accurate reflection of the risks present at the time.
d) Costs for deputy clerk: the clerk asked for approval to spend up to £400 for a new laptop and accessories for the deputy clerk, and a new mobile phone for herself and the deputy. All members agreed. She further asked for approval to hire a local ‘man and van’ at a cost of £40 to move the filing cabinets from her home to the Newfound storage area (formerly the first aid room) and all members agreed.
e) Council Tax increases: Mr. Ellison informed members that the increases in council tax had attracted comment in the Gazette and asked that all members decline to comment if approached by either residents or the press, and instead ask them to contact the clerk for comment. All members agreed. 

d. Highways and Transport
a) SID: Mr. Harding confirmed that the new SID had not yet been received and he would be contacting the supplier to inform them that unless it was received within 4 weeks, he would be cancelling the order. All members concurred with this decision. 
b) OTIS: Following complaints about speeding along the Andover Road, Mr. Harding has deployed OTIS along the B3400 until 20th March. 


e. IT/Governance
a) Help Desk: the team has set up an email specifically for IT issues – odpchelp@outlook.com. This email will be monitored on a regular basis.   

f. Publicity and Events
Easter in Oakley: the Clerk joined other groups on a call to 
          agree events that could be held at Easter time assuming that we are still in lockdown. The Parish Council will be part of the Easter Blessing Basket team, distributing baskets of Easter treats to residents.  








g. Sports and Play areas
Mr. Ellison issued a working party report in advance of the meeting and there were no comments or queries.   
 Members were asked to ratify the following decisions:
· that SODC can use PH each Friday from 23rd April for youth soccer training 
· that St Mary’s CC use Newfound to play their North Hampshire League matches from 8th May (9 matches scheduled)
· that Oakley III CC use Newfound to play their North Hampshire League matches from 1st May (9 matches scheduled)
· that OYFC and North Waltham Warriors continue to use both PH and NF for the extended football season up to 30 June. The details of the agreement will be circulated to all members.
All members agreed and all decisions were ratified.
One further request was received, from North Waltham Warriors, who requested alterations to the pitch layout and dimensions at Newfound, as they will be playing in the Hampshire League from September 2021 and the requirements are more specific than those of the current league. The Working party and the groundsman had spent considerable time and effort trying to accommodate the request, but it was agreed by all members that the request could not be met without significant disruption to other regular users of the facilities, and therefore the request was declined.

Oakley Community Association: Mr. Startin issued a report in advance of the meeting and there were no questions or comments
Community Kindness: nothing to report.
Oakley Support Network: OSN have now started to give lifts to the vaccination hubs for those who have difficulties in attending. 
Love Oakley? Go Green: the clerk has agreed to represent the PC on the steering committee and has also agreed independently to be the Finance rep on the organisational team. Lots of events are planned for 2021 in addition to the Green Week, and the ‘Greening Oakley’ campaign will be starting shortly, along with other spring activities around the village to encourage residents to ‘think Green’.
