5. Other Planning Issues:

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Hewitt informed members of the issues he had recently experienced with the Enforcement team at BDBC. Having been advised by Cllr Miller to contact Enforcement to request further information about the sales office being constructed at the Park Farm site in Station Road, Mr. Hewitt was told that ‘ it was none of our business’. He then raised an issue about the construction of the garage at a property in the village, which was not as per the agreed plans and was advised that it was not a material breach and could be easily resolved with a retrospective application. There is also an ongoing issue East Oakley House. The original gates were removed during construction, and an application to replace them with a new wall and gates was refused. Now a hedge and gates have been installed and despite it being a Grade 2 listed building, in a conservation area, it appears no conditions were required.  Members asked the clerk to write to BDBC and raise these issues with the Head of Planning.
