

MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF OAKLEY & DEANE PARISH COUNCIL HELD ON SEPTEMBER 10TH  2020 via Go To Meeting

Present: Mr. Parry (Chairman), Mr. Bealing, Mr. Ellison, Mr. Harding, Mrs. Hobden, Dr.Johnstone, Mr. Paler and Mr. Startin, and Mrs. Taylor   ( Borough Councillor).  Two members of the public attended, and Rev. Ben Kautzer and Derek Felton, representing St Leonard’s, attended the public session.
Public Session
Mr. Felton had forwarded a powerpoint presentation outlining the vision for St Leonard’s and why the changes were so necessary. The church building needs to be more suited to the needs of the modern churchgoers – in terms of flexible seating, of provision for access for those needing walking aids, and many other things we now take for granted. Members viewed the presentation. Dr. Johnstone asked about ancient burials and Mr Felton confirmed that there were no modern graves and that a floating floor would be used to avoid disturbance as much as possible. Mr. Bealing asked about timescales, and this is not yet confirmed – it may be that the interior works are done separately which may take longer but mean the church can continue to function. 
Mr. Felton informed members that already over £350,000.00 had been raised by residents and members of the congregation, demonstrating the support for the changes. The clerk pointed out the existence of a faculty dating from 1987 allowing the Parish Council access in perpetuity to the burial ground for both burials and machinery – she had made Rev. Kautzer and the church wardens aware of this earlier in the week and provided the Diocesan references.
Mr. Parry summarized that the Parish Council broadly welcomed the proposal, and the enhancement of the current facilities. It was agreed that further discussions on parking, and other matters where the Parish and Parochial councils can work together should take place. Mr Parry thanked Rev. Kautzer and Mr Felton for their presentation and they left the meeting. 
1. Apologies for Absence
Apologies were received from Mr. Bullions
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 9th July 2020
Minutes of the meeting, having been previously distributed to all members, were agreed to be an accurate record of the meeting and the Chairman signed the minutes.
3. Resignation of two councillors

The clerk informed members that Mrs. Richards and Mr. Paler had both resigned from the Parish Council. She thanked them for their hard work and service on behalf of all members. 


4. Co-option of Councillors
The clerk informed members that no notification of a request for an election had been received from the Borough Council and therefore the vacancies could be filled by co-option. 
5. Notices, Circulars and Correspondence
a) BDAPTC meeting – Mr. Parry attended the virtual meeting on 30 July.The main topics covered were a) the provision of a new hospital, probably situated along the M3 corridor, b) the introduction of a new planning officer and the changes to legislation, and c) the internal administration including the current officers roles being carried forward.
b) HALC AGM: Mr Parry will attend
c) Clerk Holiday: the clerk will be on leave from Friday 18th September, returning on Monday 5th October. She has updated the list of contact numbers and posted this on Ragic. Mr Parry will have the phone and laptop, and one member of the burial grounds WP will have the burial book ( the clerk has informed the undertakers of the dates she is not available).
d) Pilgrimage: with the changes to the COVID restrictions, the situation is not clear but it is hoped that the pilgrimage can still go ahead.
e) Risk Assessment on line training: the clerk is attending the first session on 17th September, and there is a second one arranged for 30th September which members can sign up for.

6. Clerk Report 
The clerk had distributed her report in advance of the meeting and there were no questions or comments. She updated members that she had received a very positive response from a staff member at Hart Waste Management about Beach park and the ‘ bring to site’ and hoped that this long-standing issue could be resolved in the coming weeks.

7. Planning Matters

a) Summaries of the comments submitted by the Planning Committee, and the decisions announced by the Borough, were issued to all members and there were no comments or queries. 
b) The clerk had previously distributed the consultation documents as well as the NALC summaries to all members, and asked for any comments on her return from  holiday.
c) Each year the Parish is asked to participate in the annual review of the NP, and the clerk had forwarded the draft copy to the planning committee for review and comment.


8. Working Party Reports


a. Burials and Churchyards
a) St Johns Burial Ground: Nigel Jeffries attended the site, along with Dr. Johnstone, the clerk and Mrs. Brown the PCC clerk. They provided a quote of £3350.00 pa to do the maintenance. The clerk submitted the quote to the Borough, who responded that they would not be able to provide any grant to meet the expenses. Mr. Parry proposed, and Mr. Bealing seconded, and all members agreed, that the Borough should take over the maintenance at no cost to the Parish but that for any ‘special events’ like the annual service of remembrance, the Parish Council and members of the church should visit the site and ensure that all works are done and the area is in good condition.

b. Environment
a) Mr. Harding circulated a working party report in advance of the meeting.
b) Two quotes for the repair of the gate at the allotments were received, and members selected the quote from  Mr Godwin. The clerk will inform Mr Godwin and the unsuccessful tenderer of the result. As this was not in the budget, Mr. Ellison offered to forego the circular bench at Peter Houseman and give the £900.00 for that to the Environment WP as this was more urgent. 
c)  It was agreed to hire an 8 yard skip for use at the allotments to be delivered on 25th September and collected on 28th September. The clerk was given permission to reclaim the costs immediately.
d) The clerk has been asking for some time for a meeting with Bewley homes to discuss the allotments, the ‘water feature’ and the open space management at Canterbury Gardens but Cratus Management are not so far able to arrange this.
e) It is understood the final decision on the LIF application for the pond restoration will be announced on 11 September, and the members are hopeful that the application will be approved.


c. Finance
a) Approval of Payments: it was proposed by Mr. Bealing and seconded by Mr Ellison ,  and agreed by all members, that the following payments be made with the exception of the payment relating to cleaning, for which the members requested more information

Mr. Parry and Mr. Startin approved the EFT payments.  
b) Mr. Startin informed members he had had a long call with Lloyds bank on 10th September and the request for the credit card for the clerk’s use was now being reviewed and if successful, the card should be received in the next week or so.
c) It was agreed that allotment rentals should be raised to £32.00 pa for the larger plots ( from £31.00) and £21.00 pa for the smaller plots ( from £20.50).   
d) Audit: the clerk has received notification that the audit AGAR papers have been forwarded to a senior auditor for approval, having been reviewed by the Local Government team.
e) Budget: the half year actual expenditure will be issued to WP leads at the beginning of October, and the remaining half year estimated spend, and the full year 21/22 budget be submitted to Mr. Startin by 6 November. 

d. Highways and Transport
a) Mr. Harding asked for approval to visit the supplier in Romsey to ascertain which is the most suitable speed device to purchase, and all members agreed.
b) Mr. Bullions had proposed a request to BDBC to install dropped kerbs on the Link Way pavements, and all members agreed.

e. IT/Governance
a) The clerk issued a short report prior to the meeting and there were no comments or questions.  


f. Publicity and Events
a) The Village Show 2.0 was a great success, and £40.00 of merchandise was sold, along with lots of visitors to the Parish table.
b) The flyer is under production and should be ready for the next PC meeting October
c) The Green Week activities have been affected by the revised CoVID restrictions but many events are still able to go ahead.
d) The Remembrance service will proceed but due to the new restrictions on outside gatherings it is likely that it will be prerecorded. Mr Bullions will lay the wreath on behalf of the parish council. The members agreed to fund the purchase of wreaths under S137 powers.

b) Sports and Play areas
Mr. Ellison issued a working party report in advance of the meeting and there were no comments or queries. Mr. Ellison asked Cllr. Taylor to try to get a response from Mr Martin at BDBC about the request for S106 funding, which she agreed to do.
