MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF OAKLEY & DEANE PARISH COUNCIL HELD ON JUNE 11TH  2020 via Go To Meeting

Present: Mr. Parry (Chairman), Mr. Bealing, Mr. Ellison, Mr. Harding, Mrs. Hobden, Dr.Johnstone, Mr. Paler and Mr. Startin, and Mrs. Taylor( Borough Councillor).  
1. Apologies for Absence
Apologies were received from Mr. Bullions and Mrs.Richards.
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 14th May 2020
Minutes of the meeting, having been previously distributed to all members, were agreed to be an accurate record of the meeting and the Chairman signed the minutes.
3. Accounts for the year ended 31st March 2020
a) The clerk explained that the internal auditor, Mrs. Campbell, had reviewed the accounts and signed the appropriate certificate. She then reminded members that it is a statutory duty that an Annual Return showing that we are compliant with the Audit requirements has to be completed and approved before being forwarded to the External Auditors. After considering the Annual Governance Statement it was agreed by all members that the Chairman and the Responsible Finance Officer (the clerk) should sign the return and submit it to the auditors.
b) The draft accounts section of the Annual Return was also reviewed and it was agreed by all members that the Accounting Statement be signed and submitted to the Auditors.

4. Notices, Circulars and Correspondence
a) The clerk informed members of the resignation of Mrs. Eydatoula and all members thanked her for her hard work during the time she was a Councillor.
b) The clerk updated members on the Travellers camp in Beach Park. She asked Mrs. Taylor what we needed to do to be included in the Borough’s injunction and Mrs. Taylor agreed to investigate. The Borough are seeking a separate injunction but the travellers have indicated that they are attending a funeral w/c 22nd June and will then be leaving the area. Police have attended and spoken to the travellers and the Borough have provided a replacement padlock for the gate to the barrier, and will do a clean up after the travellers have left site.  
 
5. Clerk Report 
The clerk had distributed her report in advance of the meeting and there were no questions or comments.
6. Planning Matters

a. Summaries of the comments submitted by the Planning Committee, and the decisions announced by the Borough, were issued to all members and there were no comments or queries. 

7. Working Party Reports

It was agreed that while the existing membership of the working parties would continue unchanged, due to the requirement that the Planning Committee have a quorum of 3 and there are now only 3 members, it may be necessary to ask other members to attend Planning meetings.  

a. Burials and Churchyards
a) It was agreed that the clerk should set up   virtual meetings  with Mr Abel and Mr Fogerty as previously discussed. It was also agreed that the clerk should contact the local police to pass on the comments made by HALC on the behaviour of the police officer involved with the complaint about damage at the Burial Ground.   
b. Environment
a) All members thanked Mr. Harding for his success in obtaining a grant from HCC, and for the work he has done in preparing a bid for the current round of LIF grant. 
b) The clerk has issued a termination of tenancy notice to the allotment holder at plot 13A. 
c) It was agreed that the clerk should contact HALC to confirm whether the litter wardens can restart their duties – the Borough were not able to advise as they are waiting for further guidance.

Mr. Harding and Mr. Startin approved the EFT payments. 
d. Highways and Transport
a) Mr. Harding confirmed that he was working through the document sent by Wates about traffic calming in Station Road, and requested approval for the purchase of a Range Finder. It was proposed by Mr. Ellison and seconded by Mr. Bealing that the purchase be approved, and all members agreed. 

e. IT/Governance
a) Mr. Paler issued a report in advance of the meeting about the IT project team’s advances over the last month and there were no questions or comments
b) Mr. Paler completed his evaluation of the Parish clerk’s workload and published the results prior to the meeting. It was agreed that this must be addressed and that a Governance meeting be arranged before the next PC meeting to agree priorities.   

f. Publicity and Events
a) Although the WP has not met, the clerk informed members that there was a discussion underway to see if a village show can be held, with stall holders putting their stalls in their drives or laybys to enable social distancing and all stall holders are being contacted. The Parish Council would need to consider whether it wanted a stall or not and if so what would be included.
b) The clerk informed members that the Remembrance Service group had met and although she has not seen the notes so far, the format would be different but it may be possible for the event to proceed.  

c) Sports and Play areas
Mr. Ellison issued a working party report in advance of the meeting and there were no comments or queries.
The following items were approved for purchase:
100 wooden stakes (cost £100)
3 bins at PH (cost £255)
Bench at PH (cost £575)
3 bins at Beach Park (cost £315)
All items were in the budget and all were approved. One item (jersey bench seat) was postponed until further into the financial year, as the revenue from the hiring of halls and sports fields is reduced significantly due to the COVID-19 restrictions.
