MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF OAKLEY & DEANE PARISH COUNCIL HELD ON MAY 14TH 2020 via Go To Meeting

Present: Mr. Parry (Chairman), Mr. Bealing, Mr. Bullions, Mr. Ellison, Mrs. Eydatoula, Mr. Harding,  Mrs. Hobden, Mr. Paler, Mrs. Richards and Mr. Startin.  
1. Apologies for Absence
Apologies were received from Dr Johnstone.
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 12th March 2020
Minutes of the meeting, having been previously distributed to all members, were agreed to be an accurate record of the meeting and the Chairman signed the minutes.
3. Confirmation of Chairmanship until AGM can be held
Although it is approved that Parish Councils can use video conferencing to hold meetings, the exceptions are that the Annual Parish Meeting (APM) (normally held in April) and the Annual General Meeting (AGM) (held in May) cannot be done ‘virtually’. Along with most other parishes, members agreed to defer both the APM and AGM until later in the year. This means that the chairman, who normally stands down at the AGM, will continue in post until the AGM can be held.
4. Notices, Circulars and Correspondence
Members welcomed Mrs. Hobden to the Parish Council.
5. Clerk Report 
The clerk had distributed her report in advance of the meeting and there were no questions or comments.
6. Planning Matters

a. Summaries of the comments submitted by the Planning Committee, and the decisions announced by the Borough, were issued to all members and there were no comments or queries. 

7. Working Party Reports

Mr. Parry reminded all members that if they are unable to attend a scheduled working party meeting, that they inform and send apologies to the head of the working party. 

a. Burials and Churchyards
The clerk explained the recent complaint about damage to an item on a grave in the Burial ground and it was agreed that the WP should meet to discuss whether or not grave decorations could continue to be put on the plots, or if the more stringent rules that apply in other burial grounds should be enforced.   

b. Environment

The Working Party report was distributed to all members and there were no comments or queries.
  
The reseeding of the wildflower area in Kings Orchard will be finished as soon as the weather is suitable. 
 
Allotments: allotment 13a was inspected and contains evidence of vermin, as well as items that need to be removed. The clerk has written to the plot holder to either remove all such items and address the vermin problem by the end of May, or he will be served with an eviction notice.

Audit 2019/20: Mr. Startin asked the clerk to perform the stock check on Parish goods, which will enable him to finish the draft accounts. The clerk explained that the deadline for submission of accounts had been extended, as had the date of public exhibition of the data. The June meeting of the Parish Council will include the Annual Governance review, which is part of the audit requirement.
Finance WP meeting: it was agreed that the clerk should set up a working party meeting as soon as possible.

The OTIS report no 9 was circulated to all members and put on the Parish Council website. Mr. Harding confirmed that until the effects of lockdown on the traffic in and around the village are negated, there is no point in deploying the machine as the data will not be representative.

All members expressed a desire to continue, and were positive about the benefits to the operation and data security for the Parish, especially in such uncertain times when physical meetings were not possible.
