Minutes of the meeting of the Planning Committee held on 13 May 2021 via Go TO Meeting

1. Apologies
Apologies were received from Mrs. Taylor, Borough Councillor

2. Election of Chairman of Planning Committee
Mr. Bealing was proposed as Chairman for the coming year by Mrs. McCullins and seconded by Mr. Adams. Mr Bealing agreed to accept the nomination and all members voted in favour, Mr. Bealing accepted the role.

3. Election of Vice Chair of Planning Committee
Mr. Adams was proposed as Vice Chair for the coming year by Mr. Bealing and seconded by Mr. Bullions. Mr. Adams agreed to accept the nomination and all members voted in favour, Mr Adams accepted the role.

T/00226/21/TPO T2 Ash: remove T3 English Oak: remove. | 14 Mull Close Oakley Basingstoke Hampshire RG23 7LQ
The Parish Council would never support the felling of healthy trees, but in this case it is understood there is a suggestion  that the roots are affecting the foundations of the property and if that is the case, then it will be necessary.
	
T/00216/21/TPO Walnut tree: fell. | Fairview Meadow Oakley Basingstoke Hampshire RG23 7JE
This tree appeared, on the last site visit, in very good condition and unless there has been a sudden decline in its health, whereby it cannot be saved, the Members would object to its felling.  

21/01117/LDPO Certificate of Lawfulness for the proposed erection side and rear extensions | 6 Lyde Close Oakley Basingstoke Hampshire RG23 7AW and 21/01118/GPDAA Prior notification for the proposed enlargement of dwellinghouse by construction of additional storeys to a maximum height of 7.3 metres high(Permitted Development Notification) | 6 Lyde Close Oakley Basingstoke Hampshire RG23 7AW
The Planning Committee of Oakley and Deane Parish Council discussed both of
the above applications. As both relate to the same property, it was felt that they should be dealt with as a whole, rather than separately. Whilst each on their own may possibly be determined as
permitted development, together they constitute sufficient works to justify a Householder
Permission Planning Application and therefore members OBJECT to both applications.
The Certificate of Lawfulness (21/01117/LDPO) does meet the criteria in that the height and width of
the proposed extensions do not exceed those allowed under Permitted Development. However, it
appears that there is a manhole cover evident in the back garden of the property which would be
covered by the proposed extension plus the current owner has, it is understood, extended
their boundary to cover what was a pathway and so his garden now contains the utilities pipes – if
the utility companies needed to access their cables/pipes etc for maintenance or repair, how can
this be done if the extension is built over it? The Parish Council request that an inspection of the property is undertaken at the Borough’s earliest opportunity to confirm the presence of utility pipes/cables etc. The Permitted Development Notification (21/01118/GPDAA) appears to assume that the Certificate of Lawfulness will be granted as it uses the proposed plans for the lower extension as ‘existing’ in relation to the upward extension (another reason why we feel they must be viewed together). This would make a very large 5-bedroom house in an area of mainly bungalows and semi-detached houses and is not in keeping with the neighbouring properties.
A further reason that this be re-applied for as a Householder Permission application is that neighbours are not being given an opportunity to object – determinations of lawfulness regarding whether something is or is not permitted development do not allow other parties to object other than on those very specific grounds – so the fact that the street scene will be
affected, that overlooking will occur, that access to utilities may be compromised are all outside this
very narrow definition.

21/01067/HSE Erection of a new 1.8m high feather edge close boarded timber boundary fence | White Cottage Rectory Road Oakley RG23 7ED
The members felt that in a conservation area, especially next to a listed building of such significance as St Leonards Church, a more sympathetic boundary treatment would be more appropriate such hedging or planting of further trees. Members were concerned that although there was a response from the archaeological group, there was nothing  from either landscape or conservation area officers. Finally, members enquired whether the Church had been consulted, as it could have the most effect on them being direct neighbours. If this does get referred to DC, the Parish Council will be requesting permission to speak.
